Pastor:  In today’s gospel you can guess what Jesus had to say about those places of honor. He said 
choose the lesser seating, serve others rather than being served when you have the option.  There are 
times when we know we need to surrender to being served as well, as did Jesus when he was the invit-
ed star guest.   Knowing when to give and when to receive with grace is a sign of a well balanced per-

sonality. Sometimes pastors wonder if they should make the back pews be the place of honor as they are the 
preferred seating among Catholics and today’s gospel would suggest to them to go to the least places of hon-
or, the front pews?  :)   
HAPPY LABOR DAY everyone!  Meditation on Work and Labor...balancing trade-offs:   Most people make 
money by working. So we seek work that will compensate us enough to live well enough. But, of course, we 
want work that suits our personalities, work that allows our gifts and talents to be used.  Unfortunately, there 
is often a tension between work that will fulfill us and work that will compensate us. What we like to do 
doesn’t pay; and what we don’t like to do, does pay the bills.  So a trade-off begins. This trade-off is compli-
cated by two other drives. We want to work with people we like. If we have a boss that bullies us or cowork-
ers who do not respect us, we begin to look elsewhere. Also, we want work that contributes to the common 
good. But often that kind of work is considered its own reward as pay is low. So once again, we are engaged 
in the delicate effort of trade-off or, more positively, balance.  In the world of work we seek a balance among 
fulfillment, compensation, community, and contribution. As we age and as we encounter different circum-
stances we juggle these factors differently (e.g. if we’re approaching retirement without funds, money man-
agement becomes a strategy). How will we work in a world where fulfillment, compensation, community, and 
contribution are now and always will be a trade-off?  Really, we want too much heaven on earth, huh?  Let us 
try to be ‘rich’  in the things of God;  let us lay up treasures above, in heaven, and try to be satisfied with few-
er material things on earth.

Dear Holy Name of Jesus Family and Friends, 
September is National Head Lice Prevention Month. The NPA 
(National Pediculosis Association)  has compiled a list of red flags 
to watch out for when seeking information on lice treatment and 
prevention. The “Deceptive Dozen” list includes commonly  mis-
leading  statements.  
The Deceptive Dozen: 
1. Ads claiming head lice are a nuisance and not a health haz-

ard . 
2. Assurances that head lice do not carry disease.  
3. Assertions that head lice are not a hygiene issue.    
4. Poor hygiene.  
5. Labeling or claims that a lice treatment product is preventive, 

natural, non-toxic or not a pesticide.  
6. Failure to offer the alternative of combing, especially for those 

most vulnerable to the adverse effects of chemicals.  
7. Name-dropping: references to nationally known non-profit 

organizations or academic institutions to prove a point.  
8. Ads, products, claims or articles by “experts.”  
9. Use of ‘no nit policy’ as a generic term for all policies. 
10. Information insisting that parents need professional help or 

medical training in order to care for a child with head lice.  
11. Ads, identifying chemical-resistant lice as “super lice.  
12. Information, which state that “parents can’t accurately identify 

lice
